Finance
The branch banks with Triodos http://www.triodos.co.uk/ It can claim to be the world’s most sustainable bank. Crisis-resistant, genuinely transparent and only lending to and investing in organisations that benefit people and the environment, Triodos is unlike any other commercial bank.
Members’ subscriptions are paid directly to Head Office and 20% of the total is allocated to the branch. It is paid in monthly instalments. The other 80% is used to fund the huge support operation run from Head Office and London Region, both of which do a massive amount of work on behalf of the members and which is most is most apparent to officers, reps and members through the training courses and conferences they arrange for us.  

The Branch Treasurer reports to the committee on income and expenditure at each of its monthly meetings so that individual transactions can be scrutinized and questioned if necessary. 

The Annual Accounts of the branch are presented to the members at the AGM in March each year.

The branch accounts are examined by an auditor from Head Office once every two or three years 
Political funds

A small percentage of your membership fee goes into one of UNISON’s two political funds. These are the General Political Fund and the Affiliated Political Fund. When you join you choose which of them you want it to go to.
UNISON uses the General Political Fund (GPF) to pay for political campaigning at branch, regional and national level as well as for research and lobbying in Parliament to pursue UNISON's objectives and priorities. It is not affiliated to any political party, but the money in the fund is used to support local campaigns, to give a boost to our big national political campaigns and to pay for political advertising. 
The Affiliated Political Fund or APF is now called the UNISON Labour Link. Your contributions to this fund help to facilitate our lobbying within the Labour Party. This enables UNISON to promote members' views and argue for UNISON policies, which will improve working terms and conditions, help protect public services and create a better society. It's the opposite of a blank cheque for Labour. UNISON keeps up the pressure and use our valuable links to get UNISON's agenda heard.
